Thanks to one of our sharp eyed bulletin readers, we were able to find 
out why St. Mark, the gospel writer is labeled (way back in the 3rd cen-
tury A.D.) ñstub-fingered.ò  The moniker comes from St. Hippolytus, a 
sort of maverick theologian and priest who had quite opinionated 
thoughts about emperors, popes, and apparently gospel writers as well.  
Because Markôs writing style is what we might call, straight-shooting, 
terse and descriptive, Hippolytus thought Mark to be lacking in the 
literary graces of good Greek.  Therefore to Hippolytus, Markôs writing 
style appeared to be rather ñstubby.ò  Hippolytus also theorized that 
Mark summarized Matthewôs gospel as his own. 
 
Today however, Mark is considered to be rather erudite, and instead of 
being the gospel writer who cribbed his notes and summarized the gos-
pel of Matthew for his own gospel, scholars now consider Mark to be 
the first gospel writer rather than the second or third; also many opine 
that Matthew and Luke used Markôs gospel to be the structure for their 
writings.  So, thanks, George, for your research and answering that 
burning question about Markôs fingers. 
 
By the way there are two interesting historical facts about Hippolytus; 
(I hope that this isnôt fake news).  Not so surprisingly, the name Hip-
polytus means ña horse turned loose,ò and H. was no contradiction to 
that name.  As a priest he got into quite a row with at least three popes 
in the third century.  Hereôs the story as Iôve summarized it from the 
book, Saint of the Day by Leonard Foley, pp. 234-235. 
 
H. was at first ñholier than the church.ò  He censured the pope foré
being too lenient on a certain Callistus.  Then Callistus became the 
pope!!  H. set himself up as the antipope.  He felt that the church must 
be composed of pure souls totally separated from the world, and of 
course he proclaimed his group to be that pure church.  H. then contin-
ued to be the antipope during the reign of three different legitimate 
popes.  However, as happens so many times, God writes straight with 
crooked lines.  Because they were both persecuted Christians, even 
though at odds with each other, Hippolytus and the reigning legitimate 
pope, Pontian, ended up on the island of Sardinia together, condemned 
by the Roman authorities to hard labor for the rest of their lives.  The 
two theological ñenemiesò became reconciled with each other.  Hippol-
ytus asked for forgiveness for his leaving the true church and becoming 
an antipope; Pontian forgave him, the two were reconciled and Hippol-
ytus was once again reunited with the church.   
 
The work and the torture of the salt mines (thatôs where the two of 
them were assigned) were so intense that they both died in the very 
same year that they were exiled to Sardinia.  This all happened in 235 
A.D.   
 
I can picture them embracing one last time with the sign of peace and 
then passing from this world into the next with the words of for-
giveness and compassion on their lips. 
Admittedly I got off track with Hippolytus; however, his full story 
needed to be told.  He who called poor St. Mark a ñstub-fingeredò 
evangelist was finally free of all his antagonism and anger.  God bless 
us all.
