This past Wednesday, August 15, we celebrated the feast of the As-
sumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary.  The feast of the Assumption 
has been a memorable day for us.   When we were young, it was 
memorable for a negative reason.  The last thing we wanted to do 

was to go to Mass on a beautiful summer day in the middle of August 
when we should have been down at the crick catching things.  But 
no, we had to go to Mass usually in the middle of the day. 

On the other hand it came to be a positive memorable feast in August 
of 1992.  Dad was close to passing from this world to the next and he 
knew that he didnôt have long.  His avowed goal was to go to heaven 
on August 15, because, as he said:  ñIf Mary got to go on that day, I 
should too.ò  And he was quite adamant about it.  No matter what we 
said, you know, trite things like: ñDad, itôs all up to God.  We canôt 

determine that sort of thing.   We donôt have a choice about when we 
get to go,ò and so on and so on.  Well, he would have none of it.  He 
was going to heaven the same day that Mary went and that was that! 

Well, sadly enough for him and for us as well, he really threw a fit 
when he didnôt get to go on the 15th.   He was ticked!!!  And he let 
the Father, Jesus, the Holy Spirit and Mary know all about it, to say 
nothing of what words he used to let us know. 

But as happens in so many situations, God did give him free passage 
finally on the 17th.  And he was ready.  He had given up on the cru-
cifix on the 15th since he didnôt get his way, but now he knew that it 

wasnôt up to him and he asked for the crucifix back so that he could 
pray with it those last final moments.  No longer was he mad at God 
and Mary.  He just figured that they had made a mistake about the 
date that Mary was said to have been assumed into heaven.  She real-
ly went up on the 17th, not the 15th.  So he was right after all. 

Why do we Catholics even talk about something like the Assump-
tion?   It certainly isnôt mentioned in the Bible.  In fact, there is no 
mention of Maryôs death in the bible.  The last thing we hear of her is 
her presence with the disciples when the Holy Spirit came at Pente-

cost.   

However, thereôs a tremendous amount of  buzz about Mary after the 

end of Biblical writings.  We call that part of our historical and spir-
itual background, Tradition.  Tradition existed before the time of Je-
sus and after the time of Jesus.  Some of it came in written form after 
it came to writers in oral form.  Tradition had a way of coming down 
through the years by word of mouth until someone had the foresight 
to put it into writing.   

One of the most recent truths of Tradition that was proclaimed dog-
ma was the Assumption.  The evidence for it was so strong that in 
1950, Pope Pius XII declared the Assumption to be a truth that every 

Catholic should accept as faith.   

What does it mean for us?  Well, maybe this.  Even though Dad nev-

er thought about theology, he figured that if Mary made it she would 
help us make it.   After all those years of praying the rosary and say-
ing ñpray for us sinners now and at the hour of our death Amen,ò he 
knew that he had a darn good chance.  Might as well try for the same 
day as she with that kind of promise!!
